There can be no greater call that we can give the girls of our churches than the call to seek first the Kingdom of God and His righteousness. The material you are about to use is designed to try to mine out the meaning of this verse in its context.  

The Bible version used in setting up this Bible material was the New King James. This is important to note this, because the terms used when asking the questions in this study material are based on the wording used in the New King James Version.

There is a guide to help the Kingdom Seeker leaders to understand the purpose of the question being asked. It is meant to give hints on how the questions are to be discussed. It also provides explanations for words that the author of this material felt might be difficult for young girls to understand. 

The girls should be encouraged to go over this material with their parent(s). This going over this material with parent(s) fulfills three purposes. The first is to foster the bond between parent(s) and child that takes place when they study the Bible together. The second is to give the girls immediate access to their parent(s) when they want to ask them questions. The third is that their parent(s) also grow spiritually through the study of God’s Word.
