Explanation: The aim here is to get the girls to see that for those who are citizens of the Kingdom, they are safe from the punishment of sin because of Jesus Christ. They will face some painful situations in life. Yet, they need to see that even these are ultimately for their good (James 1:2-4; 1 Peter 1:6-9) and that God is with them even in these hardest of times (Ps.23:4).
